This product is a height reference instrument that can accurately and efficiently set a height reference.

On the housing, measuring blocks are arranged in a vertical column. The blocks are staggered in the
case of 20 mm or 1 inch blocks and are in a straight line in the case of 0.5 inch blocks.

This product obtains the height of a workpiece by using the measuring blocks on the housing to accu-
rately replicate the height of the workpiece measured by the electric micrometer, etc. (Before measuring,
the zero point must be set correctly.)

The micrometer head uses a precisely machined feed screw to move the measuring blocks vertically,
which enables height measurements in 0.001 mm or 0.00001 inch increments.

Obtain the height of the workpiece with the electric micrometer attached to the stand, and then replicate
the height by using the measuring blocks of this product to measure the height of the workpiece.

When measuring a workpiece with a height that exceeds the measuring range of this product (310 mm),

use the Riser Block (optional accessory) to offset the measuring range. A height of up to 910 mm can be
measured.

For details about the Riser Block, see [ L] "m Riser Block" on page 22.

IMPORTANT

As shown in the figure on the right, do not use this product
with the measuring block (the bottom block) touching the
surface plate.

2.2.2 Setting the Reference Dimension

Setting a reference dimension enables efficient and highly accurate comparison measurements of work-
pieces.

n While raising the block column by rotating the thimble clockwise, align the height of either sur-

face of a measuring block with the reference dimension (the design value of the workpiece's
height).

E Measure the measuring block aligned in step n using the electric micrometer, and then align

the pointer of the display unit with the zero mark (measuring the reference dimension).

When a value of "1.00" (HMP2-300), "100" (HMP-12), or "300" (HM-12) is not shown on the counter after
the zero point setting has been performed, adjust the counter with the following procedure.

Be extra careful not to move the thimble until it is removed. If the thimble is moved (rotated), the value on the
counter changes, and the counter cannot be adjusted correctly.

To fully realize this product's abilities and safely use it for a long time, perform the maintenance items
explained below.

B Daily inspections
Check the exterior for dirt or scratches.

When moving the product, grab both sides firmly with your hands and move it carefully with two or
more people.

IMPORTANT
Accurate measurement results cannot be obtained if the three support legs are dirty or scratched. Make sure
that the support legs are not dirty or scratched.

After use, thoroughly remove all dirt from the sur-
faces of the measuring blocks and the three sup-
port legs with lens paper or a lint-free cloth, dipped
in a solvent such as absolute alcohol, and then
lightly apply a liquid rust-prevention oil (rust-pre-
vention treatment).

IMPORTANT

Do not use detergents or organic solvents such as
thinner or benzine.

Recommended solvent: absolute alcohol

B Storage

After cleaning, wrap up the product in rust-prevention paper, cover it with a plastic bag, pack in the
wooden box used at the time of shipment, and then stored it in a standing position. (The same instruc-
tions apply in the case of long-term storage.)

When requesting calibration or repair, pack the product in its original shipping carton or wooden box,
and contact the agent where you purchased the product or a Mitutoyo sales office (L "SERVICE NET-
WORK" on page App-1).
